	Art is Dean’s best subject.  Dean recently attended a summer arts camp with like peers which he indicated was an enjoyable experience.  In engaging and interesting activities to Dean, he demonstrates socially acceptable behaviors and interactions. Dean scored high in the areas of artistic and realistic on the Career Finder on the WayToGoRI website.  Dean’s competitive nature could be an asset when utilized in appropriate settings (online games, etc.)

Dean gets involved in projects and focuses on nothing else until the projects are completed

Dean loves computer games, especially online games where he competes with others.  His TPI results indicate he is able to identify potential career interests and has a positive role model in his brother.  


	Social relationships emerged as an area of concern on the TPI. Dean has few friends and doesn’t seem to care whether he is liked or not.  Those friends he does have become frustrated with him because he often says and does things which make them feel uncomfortable.
Dean’s behavior can be loud and disruptive.  He gets out of his seat, shouts at adults, teachers and peers, and uses inappropriate language both in school and work settings.  His mother reports he lost a job as a result of these outbursts.  The functional behavior assessment indicated that these behaviors occur most frequently when reading and writing is required and especially when working in groups.  This occurs on average of once per day.

In a group setting Dean rarely contributes to the group process.

Dean is unorganized and needs to write assignments down, take notes, complete assignments and check for errors. He often lets important tasks go undone.  He completes 60% of his homework assignments.

The results of the informal interview with Dean’s mother indicate that she is concerned with his peer relationships and personal hygiene. He currently does not have instruction in health, hygiene and diet. 
Results of Dean’s informal independent living skill inventory indicated that he had concerns about his weight but has not yet addressed those concerns.  

He is currently not involved in any extracurricular activities.
Dean’s TPI and interviews with teachers and his mother indicate that he needs to learn money management, including budgeting and check reconciliation, ATM usage and online banking, even if he is going to continue to live at home.  He also needs to become organized regarding his household responsibilities, such as cleaning, laundry and grocery shopping.

	Dean is proficient in math.  He is quite skilled in a variety of computer programs and possesses significant Internet skills and website knowledge.  

	Dean is not successful academically. His lack of organization in math often results in his homework being incomplete and or produces numerous careless errors that result in low math grades.
Dean has reading and writing difficulties. On the Bader Informal Reading Inventory his word recognition skills and comprehension skills were at a 7th grade instructional level.  His lack of attention to detail often results in him missing important parts of the text.  Dean has a Personal Literacy Plan which focuses on attending to meaning, particularly with supporting details and using content cues to inform word recognition and vocabulary knowledge.
In the area of writing, Dean is currently performing below standard on the district writing rubric.  His writing has few supporting details, the organization of sentences and paragraphs in the text is unclear, and he demonstrates little control of spelling and grammar.

Overall his poor organization and study skills are contributing to his poor academic performance.
