Maria has strong control over her social and conversational language fluency. Her listening skills are strong.   Her speaking skills in English are improving.  She scored a 5.9 level (out of 6) in listening and a 5.2 level in speaking on the WIDA Access for ELLs test. These test results place her at the beginning of the Bridging level for speaking and between the Bridging and Reaching levels of English Language Proficiency for listening. She showed strong skills in asking and answering social questions and in telling a story fluently.


	Maria needs extra time to complete assignments. She performs best if assignments are broken down into smaller tasks. She benefits from checking in regularly with a teacher or teacher assistant to check for understanding in English and in Portuguese.

	Maria has strong math skills. She is successful in regular ed math classes and is currently in Algebra II. She has a strong grasp of skills for number and operation concepts and steps in problems solving. Maria’s teachers use real world problems and concrete materials and visual aids whenever possible to support Maria’s understanding of math concepts and reduce the linguistic load of her math work.
When provided guided practice in small groups Maria is successful in applying reading comprehension skills (reading for detail, finding the main idea, sequencing and identifying cause and effect). 
Maria wants to improve her reading and writing skills in English so that she can have a career in the health care profession.  
Maria comes up with good ideas for writing. She is most motivated when writing memoirs and personal narratives. Graphic organizers have been useful in helping her organize her work.  She uses a tape recorder as an aide for writing complex pieces and is supported in organizing her ideas from the tape recorder onto the graphic organizer.

On the WIDA ACCESS for ELLs test Maria’s proficiency level in reading was at the 3.3 level (out of 6)(Developing Level of Proficiency) . This is consistent with her Read 180 Scholastic Reading Inventory (SRI) Lexile score of 400 which placed her at a 3rd to 4th grade reading level. She decodes words at the 5th grade level but struggles with fluency and reading comprehension, which are impacted by her lack of familiarity with the English vocabulary of academics. To increase her independence and comprehension Maria is learning to apply strategies such as graphic organizers, visualization, and rereading and to identify prefixes, suffixes and root words.
On the district writing rubric Maria received a score of 1.  Her writing domain proficiency on the WIDA ACCESS for ELLs test was 2.5 (Beginning Level of Proficiency).  Maria is gaining control over her skills of organizing thoughts and articulating ideas. She needs support in adding details, anticipating other points of view, grammar and mechanics and in improving her English   writing vocabulary.
