Jimmy John (aka JJ) is an 11 year old boy who attends the fifth grade at Poultroy School.   JJ has many friends and is respectful with adults.  He plays soccer and follows the Pawtucket Red Sox.  He also likes math and his performance in math is considered proficient.







He responds to fifth grade level content material if provided with a lot of support.  For example, when JJ is beginning a new text, the teacher will introduce key vocabulary prior to the reading selection.  When informational texts are presented the teacher will provide JJ with an outline.  For both informational and narrative grade level texts, the teacher will have JJ listen and read along with the cassette tape.  JJ was provided a survey level assessment. His independent reading level is first grade.  His instructional reading level is second grade. He is being progress monitored on 3rd grade level text. His fluency rate on 3rd grade text is 70 words correct per minute with 80% accuracy. His reading is slow and laborious.  He needs to improve the automaticity of his word recognition.  A review of his reading indicates he can read one syllable words but has difficulty decoding multisyllabic words. He enjoys reading books about sports, especially soccer and baseball. Word recognition seems to be his greatest challenge.  
 

JJ has strong computer skills.  In fact he has been assigned to be the class computer monitor.  He makes sure the computers are turned on in the morning and shut off at the end of the day.  He will assist children in the room when they have a computer problem.  JJ also likes art.  When given free time he will frequently draw-particularly cartoon illustrations.  Given a free choice he usually chooses an art activity.
     JJ’s oral language skills are equal to the best in the class. He participates well in group discussions. His listening comprehension is good for a fifth grader.

He has difficulty with writing assignments.  His fine motor skills, such as handwriting, are weak.  Cursive is somewhat better than manuscript, but both are below what would be expected in the fifth grade in terms of letter formation and organization on the line.  When presented with questions on a text, he can answer them orally, but has difficulty when a written response is required.  His stories are usually less than 5 sentences, while most of the class will write a few pages.  His stories or written pieces also lack a logical sequence of beginning, middle and end.  He neither edits nor proofreads his work without reminders and constant attention.  In a given story he will probably have grammatical errors in two out of the three sentences.  JJ’s writing has been rated at a level 2 on the written language scoring rubric.

 Level 4 is considered proficient. JJ does great illustrations for his stories.  He has begun to use a word processor for some written work.

Finally JJ’s behavior is appropriate for fifth grade.  He has good interpersonal skills, completes work, and although when reading and writing are required support is needed, is respectful and enjoys interacting with peers.

JJ has good oral language sills and can answer questions and respond to text orally. He does great illustrations for his stories. He has good computer skills and has started to use a word processor for written work. 

Needs

Independent reading level is first grade. Instructional level is second grade. Fluency on second grade text is 70 words read correctly per minute. His reading is slow and laborious. He needs to increase the automaticity of his word recognition. A review of his reading indicates he can read one syllable words but has difficulty decoding multisyllabic words.

He has difficulty with writing tasks. His cursive is better than manuscript but both are below what is expected at his grade level. His stories are usually less than 5 sentences, while most of the class writes a few pages. The text lacks a logical sequence of beginning, middle and end. He neither proofreads nor edits his work without constant reminders. He will have grammatical errors in 2 out of 3 sentences. His writing is at a level 2 of the writing rubric.
