Use a System to
Identify Transition Needs

Based on assessment, the student’s Post-School goals the present levels of academic achievement and functional performance and known post school requirements discussions :

The IEP team will prioritize those needs to be addressed for this IEP.

Enter the priorities on the “Transition Needs Worksheet (see next slide).

For each priority, identify how need will be met.

- Mark “S” for needs that will be addressed as Transition Services

- Mark “C” for needs that will be addressed in the Course or Program of Study

- Mark “G” for needs that will be addressed as IEP Goals.

For each transition service indicate who is responsible.

- Mark “Sc” for services which the school will be responsible.

- Mark “F/S” for services which the family or student will be responsible.

- Mark “A” for services which other agencies will be responsible.
